CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  Okay, the Newark Riverfront Project.

      Resolutions, item 24, 25 and 26.

COMMISSIONER BROWN:  Question, Chairman.


Jim, where are we right now with this project?


Because I’m seeing -- when I drive by sometimes I see like it’s completed --


MR. PAGANELLI:  Yes.


COMMISSIONER BROWN:  -- and he had the grand opening.


MR. PAGANELLI:  Yes.


COMMISSIONER BROWN:  Is he moving further up towards Broad Street?  Or they’re still -- these seem to be the ones -- the completion of the project we have now?


So what about going forward, have they started that or talked about that?


MR. PAGANELLI:  The County’s plans were to continue downstream.

COMMISSIONER BROWN:  Right.


MR. PAGANELLI:  That property is owned by the Newark Housing Authority.  There’s been a lot of stumbling blocks to getting that added to the County Riverfront Project.


Going the other way, up towards Bridge Street, has been a City project that ultimately the City anticipates turning title to the County.


COMMISSIONER BROWN:  Okay.


MR. PAGANELLI:  There’s been some concern about how the City did that project, so before the County takes title to anything there’s going to be some review.


COMMISSIONER BROWN:  Okay.


MR. PAGANELLI:  Our project is completely done.  That park’s been up and running for --

COMMISSIONER BROWN:  Right.


MR. PAGANELLI:  -- I don’t remember when we opened it but it’s been for a while.


CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  A while, yeah.


COMMISSIONER SPIESBACH:  Yeah.


MR. PAGANELLI:  And this -- the issues that you’re seeing still lingering are the acquisition issues of the Rubin property.


I think I sent around to everybody ‑‑


COMMISSIONER KLINGHOFFER:  Um-hum.


MR. PAGANELLI:  -- the last order; they went for an interlocutory appeal. 
It got knocked back down.  So we are, you know, in the process now of getting an environmental report to show actual costs for environmental setoffs.  
They’ll be a fight on -- fight on highest and best use.  There’s some fight on the Morris Canal ownership.


So there’s a few little issues still to be worked out.


COMMISSIONER BROWN:  Just looking in the current project, these final payments were in the current project.  
No?


MR. PAGANELLI:  No.


COMMISSIONER BROWN:  We still have more --


MR. PAGANELLI:  The project -- when you say project the project is --


When I say project, the project of the park is done.


COMMISSIONER BROWN:  Right.


MR. PAGANELLI:  The acquisition issues with Rubin are still ongoing.


COMMISSIONER BROWN:  Are still ongoing.  Okay.


MR. PAGANELLI:  Um-hum.


COMMISSIONER BROWN:  That’s all.  
Thank you.


MR. PAGANELLI:  Yeah.


COMMISSIONER KLINGHOFFER:  And that can’t be resolved?


MR. PAGANELLI:  The -- if the Board recalls that there was a hot-button issue regarding the date of taking.


CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  Um-hum.


MR. PAGANELLI:  Ultimately the -- Judge Carey ruled in our favor saying that the date we filed a declaration of taking, back on April 10, was actually the date of taking.

Leading up to that decision I was trying to bring the parties together recognizing that we  could lose it, you could lose it and that’s a perfect time to settle things where we both have something to lose.


COMMISSIONER KLINGHOFFER:  Now it’s different.


MR. PAGANELLI:  But once you rotate into court and then you win it, you start to feel like you’re a little bit stronger and the other guy starts to feel a little differently about things and it’s hard to -- you know, it’s hard to negotiate once the court has said you’re right and still give you the same value before we didn’t know what the court was going to say.


So, that’s been kind of where we are.  We can’t ignore that, you know, the court saying we were right.  They just can’t ignore that part of it so.


There are some other issues out there that may lead towards settlement but, quite frankly, now we’re -- we’re still, you know, pretty far away from each other in terms of value.
