CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  Stadium. 
Resolution 19.


MR. PAGANELLI:  I just would like on Stadium, if I could, is just to kind of talk a little bit about what -- you know what's going on down there.


The tenant -- I call him tenant, loosely.  It's -- no one here's ever approved of them, although they're occupying the Stadium and they're running their ball team.  But there's never been an actual assignment from the prior owner to the new owner.


You're starting to see though some expenditures on the Stadium that we think are necessary to maintain the integrity of the Stadium; fire alarms, lighting, some elevator work.


And while we recognize here that the income stream from the Stadium has not been sufficient, at least in the past to maintain the Stadium the way I think we'd like to, what we're really doing here, as the Board may recall, is having the County and City share revenue from the Parking Garage, wash over and allow us to do repairs at the Stadium.


So, this is not -- this is not cash out of ECIA's pocket; this is money that both the County and the City have dedicated back to the Stadium to try to keep it maintained.  And we're trying to do our best not to go crazy with it but also to keep the Stadium in decent shape for the occupants.


(Whereupon, Sharifa R. Salaam, Esq. arrived at 5:07 p.m.)

COMMISSIONER KLINGHOFFER:  I have a couple of questions, if I can, Jim.


Did I miss something?  There doesn't seem to be a dollar --


MS. DILLON:  Commissioner?  Can I just ask you to pull in a little closer?


COMMISSIONER KLINGHOFFER:  Okay, I'm sorry.


MS. DILLON:  It -- this is a tough room.


COMMISSIONER KLINGHOFFER:  Okay.


MS. DILLON:  Thank you.


COMMISSIONER KLINGHOFFER:  Can you hear me better?


MS. DILLON:  Yes.  
Thank you.


COMMISSIONER KLINGHOFFER:  Okay.


There's dollar amounts on the proposal but there's no dollar amounts on the Resolution, which is not usually how you --


It just caught my eye.


MR. PAGANELLI:  Yeah, we don't have the money in here.

MS. SAPINSKI:  No.


MR. PAGANELLI:  I don't want to do that one.


We're going to withdraw 19.


COMMISSIONER KLINGHOFFER:  Could I ask a couple questions about the Stadium --


MR. PAGANELLI:  Absolutely.


COMMISSIONER KLINGHOFFER:  -- as long as we're on it?


MR. PAGANELLI:  Sure.


COMMISSONER KLINGHOFFER:  Okay.


What -- under the lease, if they are a tenant, what is his tenant's responsibility and what's -- what's ECIA's responsibility?


MR. PAGANELLI:  For the most part ECIA has things that are considered capital.

COMMISSIONER KLINGHOFFER:  Okay.

Okay.


MR. PAGANELLI:  That's really -- every -- almost every operational expense is on them.  Some of the work you'll see may be loose in terms of a gray line as to whether or not it's an improvement that's lasting for 15 years or longer, which I think is ordinarily your capital test.


COMMISSIONER KLINGHOFFER:  Okay.


MR. PAGANELLI:  But if we don't do things ‑‑ if we don't do some of these things now, we're going to have a -- we're going to have a mess on our hands in terms of the Stadium and you're probably going to start to fail some inspections.


COMMISSIONER KLINGHOFFER:  And what is the status of lease payments to us by the -- whatever you want to call -- the tenant?


MS. SAPINSKI:  Every month on time.


MR. PAGANELLI:  They're current.


MS. SAPINSKI:  Since January, yeah.


MR. PAGANELLI:  You know recognizing, as the Board should, that it's $60,000.00 a year.

There's a workout at the end of the year if they hit certain revenues, which they probably won't do.

They've announced about a thousand people ‑- a thousand fans per night.  You know, I have my tracking is closer to two or 300 fans a night.


COMMISSIONER KLINGHOFFER:  And we have no idea who's -- how many are actually paying, do we?


MR. PAGANELLI:  No, I would say -- I agree with you.  I'll give you a turnstile count and don't know if those have been handouts or some other community activity.


COMMISSIONER KLINGHOFFER:  So aside from the fact that they haven't been approved from us there's been no assignment.

They are fulfilling their obligations in term of payments?

MR. PAGANELLI:  They are.


COMMISSIONER KLINGHOFFER:  Okay.


(Whereupon, Commissioner Cohen arrived via telephone at 5:09 p.m.)


COMMISSIONER COHEN:  What is the most number of people that have ever attended?


MR. PAGANELLI:  That I couldn't tell you.  I mean we could try to dig it up.  But under -- under the -- in the early years of the Stadium, Cerone did okay as an owner.  I think it was, you know, it was kind of a novelty; it was unique.


You also probably had some bigger name players.  You had the Canseco brothers, you had Rickey Henderson; so you drew a little bit better early on.  


But I think you're probably looking at two to 250 a night now.

COMMISSONER COHEN:  Now I'm just trying to think; how many can the Stadium hold?  At its highest about how many did it hold?


MR. PAGANELLI:  I think about 6500 fans could fit in that Stadium.


COMMISSIONER COHEN:  So it's been a failure from the outset?


MR. PAGANELLI:  Yeah.  I mean like I said early on I think your attendance was a little bit better.  I also think that particular events do better.  You know we've hosted all-star games in the past; that did well.  A couple years back we were in a championship; that did okay.


But your run-of-the-mill Sunday afternoon game, they're not drawing what they hope to.


This time of the year you'll do a little bit better during the day with school camps.  But, quite frankly, once school is out the attendance really drops.


COMMISSIONER COHEN:  Is there any -- (indiscernible) -- for this facility?

MS. DILLON:  Can you repeat that, Commissioner?


COMMISSIONER COHEN:  Is there any future for this facility?


MR. PAGANELLI:  I think our obligation is to try to maintain it so that it, you know, it fulfills its hope and promise for the City and the County.  You know I don't think it's any secret out there that if we could try to do something with an affiliated team that would be a -- I think a better marketing tool for us.


That's the best I could say to it I think.


COMMISSIONER COHEN:  Okay.  It's our white elephant.


CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  Why is it that they haven't engaged in a formal assignment?

Is there -- is there a reason that we know ‑‑


MR. PAGANELLI:  If you'd like to talk about it in an Executive, I'd give you our position in Executive.


CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  Is -- okay.  Because I'm just a bit concerned that, you know, if we acknowledge certain rights there without a formal assignment, --
