If you could give us a little explanation on a couple of those items, it would be helpful because it’s not triggering here.

MR. PAGANELLI:  We have --

I only have one page here.  Do you have the other page?

That’s it?  That’s all we have?

CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  Yeah, that’s all.

MR. PAGANELLI:  We have an obligation to provide a capital program or capital budget that only -- that not only spans the year that we’re talking about but also spans five years out.

CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  Um-hum.

MR. PAGANELLI:  And so what you see on our capital program that’s been submitted to the Board is possibility of new projects going forward.  So, they’re listed A through F.

Obstruction is --

CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  Yes.

MR. PAGANELLI:  -- off airport construction, the Board may recall.
CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  Yup.  Remember that.

MR. PAGANELLI:  We could have done --

CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  Remember that.

MR. PAGANELLI:  -- on airport.

We have two other airport kind of rehab projects.  It’s rehab of runway and taxiway.  We don’t know if we’ll ultimately get to do those.  Those are things that we’re going to submit for grant development.  So that’s B and C.

D is development of the front parcel, which is the two parcels that are up front in --

CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  Right.

MR. PAGANELLI:  We’ve had them out before.  Never really generated much interest but there’s always hope that somehow we can generate a little interest on those front parcels and help the revenue for the airport.

CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  Okay.

MR. PAGANELLI:  So what you’re seeing here is $150,000.00.  We just put it on there.  It’s probably more of a -- you know a consultant’s fee or something else that we have in there to see if we can try to get that front parcel developed.  I think it would obviously --

CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  Right.

MR. PAGANELLI:  -- cost more that a $150,000.00.
Land acquisition is something that’s been on here since -- for the last 20 years.  When you look at years one through five it’s probably out in year number five and that’s really the Vibra Screw property that borders the airport --

CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  Right.

MR. PAGANELLI:  -- along New Dutch Lane.

And then the new road system construction, the Board -- there’ll be an amendment on tonight for the design of the -- what we call the access road, which is the road that winds its way through the front of the airport buildings.  
And that would be a project that we would look to do the construction of that design.  We’ve already submitted a grant to the State and we’re waiting to hear back if they’re going to fund it for us.

CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  Okay.  On the Vibra Screw thing –-

COMMISSIONER SPIESBACH:  Well, I’ve already shared some thoughts with the Executive Director on item number 10 but I think that I’m comfortable with that based on our discussion.

CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  Somebody move it.

MR. PAGANELLI:  The Board should just be aware that I’ve been bouncing ideas off of Commissioner Spiesbach, tapping into his extensive knowledge of this area.

CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  Sure.

MR. PAGANELLI:  And I want to make him comfortable because him being comfortable makes me comfortable.

CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  Um-hum.

MR. PAGANELLI:  And he’s offered me some tips on what I should be looking for.

So, I think we have a pretty good understanding of what’s going on here.
COMMISSIONER COHEN:  What kind of remediation is this?

MR. PAGANELLI:  You’re really looking at a number of different issues out there from when the Improvement Authority acquired the airport from Curtiss-Wright.  Hatch Mott MacDonald had historically been working on it.  We were on a kind of a natural attenuation-type path.

They didn’t put into our pool any longer.  We switched over to Birdsall to kind of complete that for us.  When Birdsall took a look at it there were things -- there were some things in their opinion that Hatch Mott had kind of left loose; too loose for them.

The Board may know that now you’re in this LSRP world; you’re no longer kind of running the DEP.  When the LSRP came out he not only looked at this plume of materials that we’re hoping are going to naturally attenuate, but also did a review with DEP and noticed that we had a number of DEP through the year open files still.  And some things here that didn’t have files but needed to be attended to like oil and water separators in two locations that had not been properly filed.  

So, that’s what they’re doing.  

We had a preliminary assessment done; we can send it to the Board members.  We also have this report now.  There’s probably eight or nine different items now that they’re helping us try to tie up loose ends with it.

And Commissioner Spiesbach was nice enough to -- has been nice enough to kind of share with me what I should be looking for, what the issues I should be looking at, how I should be presenting billing and things like that.

So, it’s just something that we thought was going to go away is now, as usual, is kind of rearing its head.

But we’re comfortable with the LSRP.  I don’t think the LSRP likes me too much but that’s kind of standard.
CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  What’s not to like?

MR. PAGANELLI:  I know.  I know.

CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  Come on.

MR. PAGANELLI:  So, we’re working on it.

We can send you reports if you want, Commissioner Cohen.  Or I can give you a memo ‑‑

COMMISSIONER COHEN:  Oh, no, --

MR. PAGANELLI:  -- with the --

COMMISSIONER COHEN:  -- I just want to know what’s going on.
MR. PAGANELLI:  Yeah.

COMMISSIONER SPIESBACH:  It’s still an investigation really --

MR. PAGANELLI:  Right.

COMMISSIONER SPIESBACH:  -- at this point.  So we’re not quite to the point of actually undertaking any remediation.

The next step would actually be, after the investigations, to develop a remedial investigation report, which will outline some of the potential costs for the type and/or extent of remediation.

So, we’re not quite there yet, Elle.  Still trying to --

COMMISSIONER COHEN:  The cost of these things are always daunting.

COMMISSIONER SPIESBACH:  Oh, yes.

COMMISSIONER BROWN:  Yes.

MR. PAGANELLI:  Yup.

COMMISSIONER SPIESBACH:  Absolutely.

CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  And never ending.

COMMISSIONER SPIESBACH:  Right.
CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  Never ending.
