MR. PAGANELLI:  Mr. Chairman, we’re going to withdraw number 20.


CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  Okay.


MR. PAGANELLI:  Commissioner Spiesbach has been helpful to the Administration in having some discussions. 


We’re going to -- Birdsall has given us, the Administration, a brief -- not even brief, a synopsis of the plans, what they’re encountering out there.  


I talked to Commissioner Spiesbach about it today again; we’re going to have them come in and maybe give the full Board a presentation.  In the meantime I’m going to set up a small meeting that Commissioner Spiesbach will attend.  Others can attend as well, as long as we don’t, you know, hit a quorum.


CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  Yes.


MR. PAGANELLI:  And then we’re going to have them back, probably in October, to address this.


So, we’re going to withdraw 20.


CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  Do you want to quickly give us a rundown on the issues there?


MR. PAGANELLI:  The issues really are -- this contract was let to kind of be the final phase to the old Hatch, Mott contract.  There are historic contaminants on the Airport.  Some of them involving groundwater.  The Hatch, Mott plan was kind of a natural attenuation.  Even they had subsequent testing, things like that that would have to have been done.


Birdsall came out, looked at that.  We had to do the LSRP now, which is that Licensed Site --


CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  Yes.  Yes.  Yes.  Yes.


MR. PAGANELLI:  -- Remediation Planner.


He came onboard, saw another of AOCs or areas of concern.  Saw other areas other than just underground storage tanks, which is kind of the focus of Hatch, Mott.  So they’re seeing different pockets of areas that need to be shored up so that they can get us a clean bill of health at least on the Hangar 3 project.


Gerry saw it; kind of went through it.  I think we actually sent it to him in advance of the Board Meeting.  Asked him, hey, can you take a look at this for us; you know, what’s your -- kind of, you know, wet the finger, stick it up in the air, how do you feel about it.


I’m not going to speak for him but I thought today, after our conversation, let’s just have a session with them with Gerry so we can kind of get the lay of the ground with them.


We did ask PS and S, who is another one of our engineers, if they would do kind of like an independent -- we do these for the Airport all the time, kind of an independent fee analysis.  Take a look at what they’ve done, what they’re proposing; numbers sound right, plan sounds comprehendible.


PS and S said they’ll do it for $10,000.00.  I said I’m trying to save money; not spend money.


Gerry’s been nice enough to say, hey, listen, I’ll sit.  You know he knows the lingo and some of the issues.


CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  Um-hum.


MR. PAGANELLI:  Let us walk through with him, then have the whole Board walk through it and then we’ll --


CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  Good.


MR. PAGANELLI:  -- pick a direction.


CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  Okay.


MR. PAGANELLI:  All right?


CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  Good.


Sounds like a good plan.


COMMISSIONER TORO:  I have a question on Hangar P.


MR. PAGANELLI:  Yes.


COMMISSIONER TORO:  I know we have a tenant coming in.


MR. PAGANELLI:  October 1st.


COMMISSIONER TORO:  What does that --


Right.


But there’s still amounts here that we’re paying?


MR. PAGANELLI:  Yes.


COMMISSIONER TORO:  Is there anything else left to do to complete this project?


MR. PAGANELLI:  Yeah I mean the project is still being worked on.  I think the substantial completion date is September 30th -- if that’s the last day of September.  I never know if 30, 31.


We’re doing a lot of work to get ready to put a new door on, which is kind of the work that you’re seeing now.


So, there’s some base contract leftover but really the major component now is to get the new door put on and we are driving for October 1st.


If anybody wants to take a tour later, we can show you.

CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  Okay, anything else that you would like to share with us before we --

MR. PAGANELLI:  Two things, Mr. Chairman, if I could, without taking too much time.

CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  Yes.

MR. PAGANELLI:  If you look at Additional Information, that -- under letter C.

CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  Um-hum.

MR. PAGANELLI:  -- we had awarded a contract to C and S with the hopes that we would be getting a grant.  I guess we tapped out our -- our dollars.  With the runway safety area being as important as it is, the FAA has deferred our award for a grant for that taxiway and lighting project.

So we have worked out with C and S that they will hold their price for next year.  FAA said, relax, we’ll award it next year.

So all we’re doing with them is deferring for a year on that --

CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  Did they start work?

MR. PAGANELLI:  -- one project.

No.

CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  No.  They did not.

MR. PAGANELLI:  No.

CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  So, there’s no demobilization or any issues --

MR. PAGANELLI:  No.

CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  -- like that.

Okay.

MR. PAGANELLI:  The FAA -- I mean maybe the rest of you deal with them in their -- in your walks of life but they want you to award things so they know what you’re going to ask them for in terms of dollars.

They put me, I feel, in a very precarious situation because you don’t want to award things unless you are very clear that -- you know, things are contingent.

CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  Yeah.

MR. PAGANELLI:  So, on this loan it’s the same situation.  Look if we do get the grant we’ll roll with it.  If not, we’re either going to cancel it or we’ll deal with it some other way.

We spoke to the FAA.  They said just defer for a year; make them hold their price, they will.  So this will be something --

No money’s owed.

CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  Um-hum.

MR. PAGANELLI:  If next year we don’t get the money, we’ll just cancel it and won’t have a problem.

CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  Okay.

COMMISSIONER SPIESBACH:  Brings up an interesting point.

Does -- if the FAA requires the award, --

MR. PAGANELLI:  Yes.

COMMISSIONER SPIESBACH:  -- can -- does the FAA allow us to make the award contingent upon them coming through with the financing?

MR. PAGANELLI:  That’s always --

COMMISSIONER SPIESBACH:  Oh, well that’s great.  Good.

MR. PAGANELLI:  They --

COMMISSIONER SPIESBACH:  So we’re protected in that --

MR. PAGANELLI:  They keep telling me I’m -- it’s not required that I do it but I --

COMMISSIONER SPIESBACH:  Oh, I -- 

MR. PAGANELLI:  -- we’ve all been there.

COMMISSIONER SPIESBACH:  -- makes it more comfortable.

MR. PAGANELLI:  Yes.

The other thing is, I think everybody knows, Maria is retiring after almost 40 years --

CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  Yup.

MR. PAGANELLI:  -- of service at the Improvement Authority.

CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  Congratulations.

THE SECRETARY:  Thank you.

MR. PAGANELLI:  We’re all saying we’re going to have a few little festivities for her.

But it’s been an honor to work with her.  I have the, I think, unique experience of being able to deal with Maria as a Commissioner, as the Chairman, as Freeholder and then back here as an Executive Director.  She is a consummate professional.  

You know is here late, if I need her late; early, if I need her early; through lunches; through multiple meetings that could bore a snail.  And she puts up with a lot of my quirks, as everybody else does around here.  But she’s been loyal, she’s been honest, she’s been truthful.  She’s been a hardworking public servant.  I know public servants sometimes are in the press today and are getting bashed all over the place.

But you could not have asked for a better person.  She has served me great as the Executive Director but she has served the Improvement Authority for 40 solid years.

So I didn’t want to let her leave without ‑‑

THE SECRETARY:  Thank you.

CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  Yes.

MR. PAGANELLI:  -- not being acknowledged.

CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  Yes.

MR. PAGANELLI:  She’s been tremendous.

CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  Yes.  Thank you.  Thank you much.

COMMISSIONER TORO:  Thank you, Maria.
