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CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  Okay.

Notice was duly given by regular mail and facsimile to the Essex County Executive, the Essex County Clerk, the Clerk of the Board of Chosen Freeholders, Freeholder President Watson, the News Editor of The Herald News, the News Editor of The Star-Ledger, and notice was posted on the bulletin board in the Office of the Essex County Improvement Authority stating the time, date, location of this Regular Board Meeting.
Roll call please.

MS. SAPINSKI:  Commissioner Klinghoffer?

COMMISSIONER KLINGHOFFER:  Yes.  Here.

MS. SAPINSKI:  Commissioner Spiesbach?

COMMISSIONER SPIESBACH:  Here.

MS. SAPINSKI:  Commissioner Toro?

COMMISSIONER TORO:  Here.

MS. SAPINSKI:  Chairman Rother?

CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  Here.

Pubic Comment?

Anyone?

MS. SAPINSKI:  Yes.

MR. PAGANELLI:  You have any comment, sir?

MR. ROSOFF:  I have no comments.
MR. PAGANELLI:  Okay.

MR. ROSOFF:  I -- I wanted to address a new issue.  So, whenever that comes up.

MR. PAGANELLI:  I didn’t hear what the --

MR. ROSOFF:  I just have a new issue that I want to bring up.

MR. PAGANELLI:  That would be -- that would be at this point.

CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  That’s --

MR. ROSOFF:  At this point?

CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  Yup.

MR. PAGANELLI:  No, no, no.

MS. DILLON:  You need you to stand up, sir.

MR. ROSOFF:  I just have --

CHAIRMAN ROTHER:  Yeah.

MR. ROSOFF:  -- a comment.

MR. PAGANELLI:  Tell us who you are.

Say your name --

MR. ROSOFF:  My name is Neil Rosoff.  I’m a pilot here at -- at Caldwell.  I actually rent a hangar over here on the -- on the north side of the field.  I recently had to give it up because I sold my plane.  I just bought a much larger plane.

Are you Jim Paganelli?

I’m sorry; I don’t --

MR. PAGANELLI:  I am.

MR. ROSOFF:  Okay.  I met you once before; I haven’t seen you in ages.

And this plane has a 52-plus foot wingspan and I’m looking for a place to hangar it.  And I’ve talked to Andy and I’m talking to Paragon right now and I think I have something I can work out on a short term basis.

I was -- I was speaking to some people in here and I understand there’s a -- there’s a piece of property on the north end of the field ‑‑  Tommy had pointed it out to me one day -- that may be for lease and I’d like to build a larger hangar on it and lease it.

And I was just asking what the -- if there was any interest in -- in letting me do that?

MR. PAGANELLI:  We have not had the Board ‑‑

I mean through my office the Board has not had any discussions on the north side parcel.  The indications in the past, where we have embarked on public process for land lease has been the -- what I call the millings lot, which is down more towards the south end; much bigger parcel, so.

I did have a couple meetings scheduled with Mr. Rosoff.  They unfortunately got canceled because I had jury duty, because I had a couple of emergent meetings with the County Executive and a -- and a closing.

So, we were going to reach out and have another meeting.  I anticipated him coming tonight, so we figured we would hear what he has to say in front of everybody --

MR. ROSOFF:  Yeah.

MR. PAGANELLI:  -- and go from there.
MR. ROSOFF:  I actually had called.  I had called Lucy and --

MR. PAGANELLI:  It’s no problem.

COMMISSIONER SPIESBACH:  Do we close public comment or should we just continue?
MR. PAGANELLI:  I’m not going to have a dialogue on it.

COMMISSIONER SPIESBACH:  No, no, no.

MR. PAGANELLI:  I mean that’s -- that’s where we are.

COMMISSIONER SPIESBACH:  No, no.

The only thought I would say -- would express is whether or not it’s a public entity since, you know, we are a public entity, whether we’d have to go through some sort of, you know, auction process or something along those lines.

I would expect that we would have to do something similar to that --

MR. PAGANELLI:  There are a lot of issues.

MR. ROSOFF:  I’ve had no -- I’ve had no conversation whatsoever --

MR. PAGANELLI:  It’s -- it’s --

Is that where the restaurant used to be?

MR. PAGANELLI:  I think -- I think if you are -- if you are looking at the restaurant -- if you were staring at the restaurant what he is talking about is -- there’s that little access road there --

MR. PAGANELLI:  -- that takes you down in; he’s talking about that upper corner, --
